Valuables at School

Some of our students are bringing personal items to school, such as cell phones and Pokemon Cards.
If your student has a personal cell phone, the phone must be off and away in their locker, backpack, or
with an adult for the day. They may not keep it in their pocket. If they have their cell phone out, an adult
will take it and give it back to them at the end of the day. If they have it out a second time, an adult will
take it and a grownup from home will have to come to school to get it. If a student has their phone out
more than twice, then a meeting will have to happen with an adult from home to make a plan.

Students are bringing other items of value to the school, including Pokemon cards. If your student
chooses to bring something to school that has value to them, | highly encourage them to give them to
a trusted adult when they are not using it. These kinds of items can be used during free choice time
such as lunchtime but must be away during academic learning.
